A.
Minority Person.  Minority person is a citizen or lawful permanent resident of the United States and who is:

1.
African American (a person having origins in any of the black racial groups in Africa);

2.
Hispanic (a person of Cuban, Mexican, Puerto Rican, South or Central American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless or race; 
3.
Asian  (a person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, southeastern Asia, or the Indian Subcontinent , including, but not limited to, Cambodia, China, India, Japan, Korea, Malaysia, Pakistan, the Philippine Islands, Thailand, and Vietnam); 

4.
Native American or Alaskan Native (a person having origins in any of the original peoples of North and South America, including Central America, and who maintains tribal affiliation or community attachment); or

5.
Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander (a person having origins in any of the original peoples of Hawaii, Guam, Samoa, or other Pacific Islands). 
B.
Woman.  Woman is a person who is a citizen or a lawful permanent resident of the United States and who is of the female gender.
C.
Veteran.  A veteran is a person who (i) has been a member of the Armed Forces of the United States or, while a citizen of the United States, was a member of the Armed Forces of allies of the United States in time of hostilities with a foreign country and (ii) has served under one or more of the following conditions:  (a) the veteran served a total of at least 6 months; (b) the veteran served for the duration of hostilities regardless of the length of engagement; (c) the veteran was discharged on the basis of hardship; or (d) the veteran was released from active duty because of a service connected disability and was discharged under honorable conditions.
