Fair Market Price - The [llinois Procurement Code requires thal qualified sheltered workshops offer a fair market price to stale agencies in order to meet specific needs for supplies and services. As not-for-profil organizations, pricing offers
developed by workshops are designed to cover costs. In tum, state agencies ensure prices offered by sheltered workshops (often through negatiation) are acceptable (from a budgetary perspeclive) and are comparable 1o those paid historicaliy
or those pald for similar contracts. When considering contract proposals, the State Use Committee not only takes into account the development process of the pricing offer, bul also considers the intent of the State Lise program - 1o promote
employment opportunities for persons with disabilities. Further, under a total cost of ownership model, the Commiltee considers the fact that if these individuals were not given this opportunity, they would be forced 10 be supparied by ather
social service programs, thus costing the Stale additional monies.

On January 31,2018, the State Use Committee met and reviewed the above contract proposals. As a member of the Commiltee, | have reviewed these proposals and have determined, based on the facts presented, both above and in
discussion with the other Committee members and with the State Use staff, that the prices offered are reasonable and would not be substantially more if this procurement were 1o be competitively bid.
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
