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This round of the Business Interruption Grant program will make more than $200 million available for
businesses experiencing losses or business interruption as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic.

DCEOQ, through its grant administrator Accion, will begin accepting applications for this round of
Business Interruption Grants on Thursday, September 17, 2020. Before creating your application, gather
the documents you will be required to upload. The required documents are based on whether
your business operates in a Heavily Impacted Industry, as listed below:
