USDA Forest Service 
awards Wood Innovation 
Grants to expand and 
accelerate wood prod-
ucts markets in 20 
states [USFS Newsroom] 
 
 

Almost $8 million in grant 
funds will be awarded to stim-
ulate the removal of hazard-
ous fuels from national forests 
and other forest lands, reduc-
ing the risk of catastrophic 
wildfires, promoting forest 

ergy, and support healthy 
communities. 

Of the 34 projects funded in 
2018, 28 focus upon expand-
ing markets for wood prod-
ucts, and six seek to increase 
markets for wood energy. 
Some examples include utiliz-
ing small-diameter woody ma-
terial in cross laminated tim-
ber (CLT) panels, addressing 
affordable housing in the 
northeast building market with 
mass timber, converting 
woody debris to renewable 
natural gas for transportation 
fuel, and using juniper biomass 
and biochar to filter heavy 
metals and manage storm wa-
ter. 
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health, and reducing the cost 
of forest management. 

Previous grants supported 
successful blast testing (link is 
external) of cross-laminated 
timber (CLT) that directly re-
sulted in the Department of 
Defense using CLT (link is ex-
ternal) on its on-base hotels; 
and the funding of a feasibil-
ity analysis (link is external) 
for a new CLT manufacturing 
facility to increase the 
amount of U.S.-made CLT. 

This year the Forest Service 
received 119 proposals, 
demonstrating the expanding 
interest in using wood in both 
traditional and unconvention-
al ways, such as an innovative 
building material and as a 
renewable energy source. 
Since 2005 more than 260 
grants have been awarded to 
improve forest health, create 
jobs, invest in renewable en-

marked timber for sale by consulting foresters, procure-

ment foresters or others must be submitted by the sec-

ond Thursday.  Submissions by consulting foresters work-

ing with IFDA cooperators must adhere to the timber rec-

ommendations approved in the landowner’s written man-

agement plan.  Foresters working with landowners at-

large must adhere to recommended silviculture for Illinois 

forest types.  Submissions may be sent US Mail to “ORC-

Three (3) sales were marked this month for cutting by a 

forester of the Illinois Division of Forest Resources or by a 

consulting forester and/or reviewed by the Illinois Divi-

sion of Forest Resources.  Volumes have been estimated 

using the Doyle Rule unless otherwise indicated.  Deduc-

tions have been made for defects.  No volume is tallied 

for culls.  Any interested buyers should contact the land-

owner or their representative directly. The Illinois Division 

of Forest Resources does not establish the selling price of 

timber.  Buyers must show proof they are licensed.  

Policy Statements:
