$15.50.

The Illinois Restricted Archery Zone shall consist of Champaign,   
Douglas, Macon, Moultrie and Piatt Counties.  During the period      
October 1 through October 15, only antlered deer may be harvested in 
the Restricted Archery Zone, regardless of permits in possession.  An 
antlered deer is defined as a deer having at least one antler of a length 
of 3 or more inches.

In Cook, DuPage and Lake counties, and that portion of Kane 
County east of State Route 47:  October 1, 2020 - January 17, 2021  
 
In all other counties and that portion of Kane County west of State 
Route 47:  October 1, 2020 - January 17, 2021

Archery deer hunting is CLOSED for the two Firearm Deer Seasons:  
November 20 - 22 (first season)  
December 3 - 6 (second season)  
 
Archery deer hunting is OPEN during:  
Muzzleloader-Only season (December 11, 12 & 13) 
Youth Firearm Season (October 10 - 12)  
Late Winter Season (Dec. 31, 2020 - Jan. 3, 2021 & Jan. 15 - 17, 2021) 
CWD Season (Dec. 31, 2020 - Jan. 3, 2021 & Jan. 15 - 17, 2021)
