General Information
Season Dates: Apr. 5 - May 6, 2021 (South); Apr. 12 - May 13, 2021 (North)

Season Structure: 5 consecutive individual season segments comprising a total of 32 days per zone; the lengths
of individual segments were 5, 6, 6, 7, and 8 days, respectively. Regular paid permits were valid for the
appropriate season segment only, while landowner permits were valid throughout the entire 32 days.

Number of Counties Open: 100 (closed in Cook and DuPage)
Bag Limit: One gobbler (male) or bearded hen per permit
Number of Permits Allowed: 3 (subject to availability)

Permit Availability: County-specific (or special hunt area-specific) permits issued via a series of 3 lotteries, with
specific permit quotas set for each county/special hunt area. Resident hunters could apply for their first permit
in the first lottery; resident hunters without a permit and nonresident hunters could apply for their first permit in
the second lottery; anyone who does not have a permit or has one permit can apply in the third lottery. The
remainder of permits were available over-the-counter (OTC) and anyone could purchase their first, second, or
third permit during that time.

Harvest Reporting: Mandatory harvest reporting via telephone or internet by 10:00 p.m. on the day of harvest.
