Hello, I am John Miller, Director of the Illinois Deaf and Hard of Hearing Commission.

Recent concerns have been brought up, regarding the Interpreters for the Deaf Licensure Act Please understand, the reason for this repeal date is because of another act, called That act requires all professions licensed
by the State will be reviewed by the Senate and the House of Representative
to determine if they will re-authorize it for an additional ten
years.

So, this can be a ten year cycle that will occur with licensed professions.

The Interpreter for the Deaf Licensure Act of 2007 is not unique. There are 11 other professions that are scheduled to be repealed along with the Interpreter Act in January. These professions include the Interpreter
for the Deaf Licensure Act of 2007.

So what does this mean?

The repeal date is not a surprise; This was established at the same time the licensure act was written IDHHC will work with Senators and the
Representatives to ensure that the Interpreter for The Deaf Licensure Act of 2007 is re-authorized, and will continue.
