PRESIDENT’S REPORT  
President Mueller thanked the Board for supporting the Torch Run Fundraiser which benefits the Special Olympics. IDJJ’s FY18 goal was to raise $15,000 to secure a spot on the back of the fundraising T-shirt. The Department raised over $25,000 and had the highest per capita of any other State agency. President Mueller mentioned that IDJJ is involved with the Governor’s Office on an equity initiative, which will release their priorities over the next three years. She also provided an update on Illinois HB 3704, stating that it has passed the Senate and a House committee. President Muller stated that the Department can now check credentials of all staff, not just educators. She also stated that the Vera Institute, the Department’s diversity and inclusion consultant, began leading the agency through an analysis, ensuring that everybody feels valued and not threatened nor harassed. Their program will consist of surveying youth and staff about race, gender, sex, sexual orientation, etc. and make recommendations for changes, including policies for staff discipline, programmatic recommendations, etc. President Mueller asked NeAngela Dixon to talk about the RJ Consent Decree. Ms. Dixon stated that the RJ Consent Decree will focus on mental health and full day school at IYC St. Charles.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT 
Superintendent of Schools Dr. Jones-Redmond thanked the Board members for their attendance at the board meeting. Dr. Jones mentioned some updates for the School District, including school improvement efforts at St. Charles, St. Charles staffing needs, considering the location of the facility in a more affluent community, expected climate and culture at all facilities, and the renewed Dr. David Fisher contract to provide training on trauma-informed classrooms. Dr. Jones also mentioned that Dr. Peter Leonne may not consider his May 22, 2019 visit for the Library Dedication Ceremony as one his visits to IYC Harrisburg, but she would ask him. Dr. Jones thanked her Central Office Administration team for filling in for her at the last Board meeting. She also mentioned that she had interviewed 10 individuals for the vacant Administrative Assistant position and that a viable candidate has been selected. Dr. Jones recommended that the Board members should review the FY20 District calendar prior to voting to approve it.

Curriculum Update

Dr. Dunbar stated that she is excited about improvements in the areas of safety and security as well as teaching and learning. She mentioned that the School District has a functioning Curriculum Council, on which teachers are taking responsibility and ownership of their work. The Curriculum Council has been broken into five (5) sub-committees, which are Assessment, Instructional Focus and Process, Alignment, Curriculum Materials, and Professional Development. She further stated that the Curriculum Council will meet this August to develop a Strategic Plan.

Staffing Report 
Dr. Tresa Dunbar mentioned that progress has been made in the area of staffing. She also mentioned that Special Education is the only area in which the School District is having difficulty to fill vacancies and that IYC St. Charles/Samuel Sublett Alternative High School has the most vacancies. Dr. Dunbar further mentioned that the School District is in compliance with the consent decree for Special Education at four facilities, IYC Pere Marquette/Glencliff Academy Alternative High School is the only exception, and that the School District is monitoring staff levels at all schools. Dr. Dunbar informed the Board that the School District is encouraging Educators to earn a dual endorsement in Special Education and that the Department will pay for it.

November, December 2018 and January 2019 Special Education Reports
Dr. Bambi Bethel-Leitschuh mentioned that she meets regularly with external school administrators to discuss current trends in education and to help prepare youth to transition back to their community schools. She mentioned that everything related to Special Education is supplemental. She further mentioned that she is tracking the number of students with IEPs and that parental involvement has increased. Dr. Bethel-Leitschuh also mentioned that the Special Education Resource Coordinators are doing a great job. She thanked the Board for hiring the Special Education Resource Coordinators and stated that there is one at each school. Additionally, Dr. Bethel-Leitschuh mentioned that she is excited about the teacher-student ratios at the facilities and that youth are receiving the services specified in their IEPs, that the Co-Teacher model is being implemented, and that the Co-Teacher model meets the requirements of IDEA and ISBE. She further mentioned that with three Psychologists on board, youth evaluations can be expedited, a Midwest PBIS presenter has been re-contracted to provide training to Special Educators Resource Coordinators and Psychologists and will serve as a Coach at the facilities, and that a Pearson Connexus training is forthcoming in April for her Special Education staff.

Dr. Tresa Dunbar mentioned that that the School District is in compliance with the consent decree for both General Education and Special Education and that the School District is doing a good job with staff retention. Dr. Dunbar also mentioned that IYC Warrenville/Maya Angelou Alternative High School is in full compliance with Special Education. She further mentioned that the School District is focused on ensuring that eligible youth have the opportunity to obtain a GED or a high school diploma for completing the required coursework.

Mr. Ricardo D. Johnson mentioned that he is excited about the Barber programs being developed at IYC Warrenville/Maya Angelou Alternative High School and IYC Chicago/Thurgood Marshall Alternative High School. Mr. Johnson mentioned that great progress has been made with the Cosmetology program at IYC Warrenville, as a result of the great teamwork and collaboration with IYC Warrenville’s Administration Team, consisting of Superintendent Taj Ibrahim, former Acting Assistant Superintendent of Operation Colleen MacRunnels, and School Principal Dr. Joyce Nelson. He informed President Mueller and the rest of the Board that the School District is awaiting the inspection to be conducted by the Illinois Department of Financial and Professional Regulations and that after the inspection the Cosmetology program will have a soft opening and plan for a Summer grand opening. Mr. Johnson further mentioned that the equipment for the new Barber program for IYC Chicago is still on order.
