Dear Mr. Constantino:

This letter pertains to DaVita Romeoville Dialysis. As communicated to you in previous
correspondence, 1 have been engaged by the applicants (Tovell Dialysis, LLC and DaVita, Inc)
to consult on this dialysis clinic project. As I have familiarized myself with this project and
planned steps for moving forward, 1 understand the expectation of the Illinois Health Facilities
and Services Review Board (the “Board”) that each clinic project filed by DaVita will be
considered on its own merits and, therefore, should be presented with that lens. With that
understanding, please accept this correspondence of additional information regarding the
proposed Romeoville clinic. With this letter, 1 provide specific demographic details relating to
the communities planned to be served by the project.

Specifically, this letter provides updated area end-stage renal disease (ESRD) clinic
utilization data demonstrating a growth trend in ESRD incidence and prevalence in Romeoville
and the area immediately surrounding it and provides more detailed demographic data for the
area which helps illustrate why the Romeoville location in Will County was selected for a new
clinic site.

Romeoville is a community of approximately 40,000 residents yet there is no dialysis
facility there. This proposed clinic will correct that access issue which is particularly important
given the significant population of Hispanic individuals in Romeoville. This additional
information regarding pertinent demographic and dialysis facility utilization supports the State’s
determination that there is a need for additional stations in Health Service Area (HSA) 9 and that
Romeoville is the appropriate site within the HSA for a clinic.
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RELEVANT DEMOGRAPHIC TRENDS
a. HSA 9 General Population and Senior Population is Growing

The Certificate of Need (CON) permit application for this project provides population
data by zip code to address Criterion 1110.410.1430(c),  Unnecessary
Duplication/Maldistribution.! What those static population numbers do not reveal is that HSA
9according to the State’s population estimates and projections, had a 2013 population of 962,700
people and according to the State’s five-year projection, it will grow to 1,080,300 people in
2018. That is a 12.2% increase. . Will County and the adjacent Kendall County are
experiencing significant population growth compared to other areas of the State. . Importantly,
the population of individuals 65 years and older in HSA 9 grew even more rapidly than the
general population in that this senior age cohort grew by 33.6% compared to the 12.2% general
growth cited above.  As discussed below, this older adult population growth is important in
assessing a need for dialysis services.

IDPH has also published the Population Projection Report which illustrates the elderly
population will continue to grow past the estimated figures for 2018 through each of the years
2020 and 2025 for all counties within HSA 9 . Overall population growth HSA 9 also persists
with projected growth rates of 7.5% through 2020 and 6.9% through 2023.

b. The Will County General Population and Senior Population is Growing

Will County, where Romeoville is situated, is experiencing by far the most significant
population growth in the HSA increasing by 88,400 people during the five-year projection pertod
from 2013 (683,300) to 771,700 (2018). Will County added a dramatic 60,663 new single
family residences from 2000 to 20152, Compare this growth to the mere 29,200 increase during
the same periods for the other counties in the HSA (Grundy, Kankakee and Kendall County).
Importantly the population of the over 65 age cohort in Will County will increase by 34.3%
during the same period (2013 to 2018) from 70,200 to 94,300 persons.

The chart appended as EXHIBIT 1 is the State’s demographics from the 2017 Inventory
of Health Care Facilities and Services and Need Determinations which reflects this data broken
down by county. The data demonstrates that the population is aging and this fact is important in
assessing the need for the project as the majority of patients suffering from chronic kidney
disease (CKD) and ESRD are 65 years of age and older. 99

Will County is unique within the HSA. Will County has 71% of all the population within
the HSA including approximately 70% of the population 65 years of age and older. As a collar
county of the City of Chicago, it drives the population growth of the HSA

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c. The Romeoville Clinic Will Serve Hispanic and African-American Communities
Which Demonstrate a Disproportionately High Demand for ESRD Services.

Next we drill down to data derived from the 12 zip codes that make up the residence of
the patients who DaVita intends will utilize this facility.? T refer to this area as the patient service
area. The growth of patient service area show similar population growth rates to those of Will
County with a total population of 345,689 persons. The number of residents aged 65 and over in
the patient service area is 11.3% of the total population but that number is growing by 16 percent
cumnulatively from base year 2012 through current estimated year 2016. The patient service area
includes a large portion of the Will County’s population (approximately 44.8%).

As the CON permit application indicates on page 81, there are certain subgroups of the
population that are at a higher risk of acquiring CKD than the general population. Specifically,
approximately 50%of individuals who have lost kidney function and are dependent on dialysis
are over 65 years of age. As this Board knows, African American and Hispanic individuals are
also at higher risk for acquiring CKD than the general population. The populations of the zip
codes in the target area show that approximately 30 percent of the catchment area population are
either African American (10.1%) or Hispanic (20.3%). Refer to EXHIBIT II for the zip code
area’s demographic profiles. The populations of African American and Hispanic individuals in
this area are also increasing in the patient service area by 11 percent and 6 percent respectively.
This project was specifically identified by DaVita as a priority due to its meaningful
demographic data identifying these high risk groups. By establishing a dialysis clinic in
Romeoville, a community of 40,000 people without any ESRD services, this project will help to
alleviate health care disparities by providing services to individuals living in the immediate area
who are more susceptible to CKD.

UTILIZATION OF EXISTING AREA CLINICS

After the Board staff report was initially prepared, IDPH made updated ESRD facility
utilization data available for the period ending 12/31/2017. We most carefully assessed the
changes in utilization in the patient service area.  Appended as EXHIBIT III, is a list of
facilities within this patient service area. Also appended as EXHIBIT 1V is a Microsoft
MapPoint map showing the substantially smaller patient services area embedded within the
boundaries of the 30-minute drive time from thc proposed location. The fact of the smaller
patient service area presents a material issue for the Board’s consideration. The patient count for
the facilities within the patient service area have increased by 9 percent or from 395 patients to
431 since the Scptember 30, 2017 through December 31, 2017. Annualized, this figure
represents a 36% increase in patients. .

To reiterate prior information provided to this Board, convenient access to dialysis
services for ESRD patients is imperative for ensuring patient compliance with the grueting
treatment protocol of hemodialysis. A patient must attend a long treatment session at the dialysis
facility 156 times a year to get the prescribed dosage of dialysis treatment. Further as described,

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the population in need of dialysis treatments skews toward an older age cohort. For better or
worse, the patients identified by the treating nephrologist for this project are located in a small
geographic area together to such an extent that the facility proposed will meet the Board’s
utilization criterion within the first two years of operation. The existing facilities in that patient
service area, excluding those in ramp-up, cumulatively met the State target occupancy standard
of 80% utilization. That use rate was maintained in the last quarter of 2017 to the point one
facility added six stations to address its September utilization of over 97 percent.

The State’s station need calculation takes both above issues into consideration.
Specifically, the station need factors in the utilization of existing facilities against a base year
population and then projects that forward five years. It then takes into account the capacity of
approved facilities. If that calculation is not a negative number, then there is a need for
additional dialysis capacity. This need for additional stations is addressed by this project.
More specifically, the Applicant has identified an area that is growing with high-risk groups that
are also increasing. Together this creates a project that is needed and purposefully being

proposed.

Thank you for your consideration on this project. We understand that this project will be
considered at the Board meeting in April and we look forward to its consideration at that time.
