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LONG TERM CARE ADVISORY SUBCOMMITTEE
QUESTIONS ON ASSISTED LIVING AND SUPPORTIVE LIVING

PURPOSE

The Long Term Care Advisory Subcommittee considered the options that are now available to many Illinois residents who choose not to receive care in a long term care facility while they age.  Among those alternatives are assisted living and supportive living.  The Subcommittee also recognizes the policy direction in Illinois and across the nation to serve residents in home and community-based settings when appropriate.  

Currently, applicants for a Certificate of Need permit to establish a new long-term care facility must demonstrate that the project is necessary under the Health Facilities and Services Review Board (HFSRB) regulations.  The criteria against which applications are evaluated take into account population, population projections, and demographics, as well as utilization and occupancy rates of nursing homes in the planning area.  They do not recognize other options that residents may have other than nursing home care.  

In order for the Board to assess and make decisions about nursing home projects that come before it, it would be useful to have some information about other provider types in the community and the availability of community based services.  

QUESTIONS

The Subcommittee would like to better understand the survey processes for both Assisted Living and Supportive Living and the data that may be available.  As a result, they asked HFSRB staff to invite representatives from IDPH and from HFS to discuss their programs.  The following are questions from the Subcommittee:

Can you describe the survey process that your agency uses?  What information is recorded by the surveyors?

Does IDPH or HFS have data on residents’ need for services such as data on ADLs or other measures?

While the number of residential units is available on the IDPH and HFS websites, is there any data on the number of residents or the number of vacant units in each assisted living or supportive living facility?
