Chairman Fratianni called the meeting to order at 10:00 am and noted the presence of a quorum. Mr. Shattuck
moved to approve the minutes of the June 19, 2018 meeting, Mr. Aleksy seconded the motion, and the Board
voted unanimously to approve the meeting minutes as presented. Mr. Shattuck moved to approve the minutes of
the August 13, 2018 meeting, Mr. Karr seconded the motion, and the board voted unanimously to approve the
meeting minutes as presented.

The Chairman welcomed any
input from this Board. The Board discussed self-insurance renewals and the Chairman advised that reviews are
done annually. Chairman Fratianni expressed gratitude to her staff, commending Ronald Rascia and Annette Roti,
for four great years. The Chairman thanked Maria Sarli, self-insurance, Cecelia Kasmierski, David Larson, and
Cole Garrett.

Fratianni for her leadership as Chairman of the Workers’ Compensation Commission.
